Till
The till is a fund that is used to keep extra change and cash on the premises without it being in the cash drawer(s).  It is used with retail business.  The denominations and total amount will depend upon the type of business and the season.  This money should be kept separately.  When a cash drawer needs different denominations then the cash drawer should exchange its larger bills for the same amount of smaller bills and change with the till.  Periodically the larger bills will need to be exchanged for smaller bills and change to be able to keep the cash drawer(s) operating.  The till should be set up as a separate bank account on the books.  If you go into a slower period where you do not need as much money in the till then the till should be reduced and the amount in the bank would be increased.  If you go into a growth period then you may need to increase the till.
